
Queen’s Park is a prestigious golf course set in 
mature parkland in the heart of Bournemouth. 
The area used to be common land for local 
villagers to graze animals and cultivate turf.

Close to the thriving cosmopolitan community 
of Charmister, the golf course blends with the 
local community who regularly use the park 
for walking, sports, recreation and picnics.

Attracting 40,000 visitors (20,000 of whom are 
golfers) each year from the local area and 
much further afield, the Golf Course is owned 
and operated by Bournemouth Borough 
Council, and has a  reputation for being one of 

the finest and most picturesque municipal 
golf courses in the South of England.

Queen’s Park welcomes a variety of golfing 
types - from serious golfers who play with a 
handicap, to Society golfers and corporate 
groups looking for an enjoyable round and a 
vibrant social experience after the game.

Junior golfing events have recently been 
introduced, and we work with local hotels and 
colleges, including Bournemouth University, 
to welcome a large number of holidaymakers 
and students throughout the year.
